
1) Gather the class into a circle 

2) Begin to tell a story. After a few 

sentences, pass the ball/beanbag 

to a pupil, who must continue the 

story. 

3) When they get caught, the roles 

are reversed. 

Instructions: 

This is an excellent way to build a pupil’s confidence, fluency and spontaneity in the 

EAL classroom. 

This activity is suitable for all ages and abilities and classes of all sizes. The only prop 

required is a ball or beanbag.
